Please note that if you are traveling to Alaska or other northern locations, bad weather can delay your flights to or from the outpost town as well as to or from the hunting camp.  Plan ahead to determine where to stay if you are held up in an outpost town.  Accommodations are extremely limited in many outpost towns, such as Kotzebue or King Salmon, Alaska; Yellowknife, Northwest Territories; or Whitehorse, Yukon Territory.  An unforeseen delay due to weather or mechanical problems could result in your being stranded without a place to stay.  Some travel insurance covers additional costs due to delays – ask your travel agent.

Communications with your Hunt Provider

Highly successful hunt providers usually hire full-time secretaries to handle scheduling and communications with hunters, and that’s one reason you pay more for a top-of-the-line hunt.  But most hunt providers operate on a small profit margin and are essentially one-man operations.  Some are more organized than others, but keep in mind that most hunt providers spend a great deal of time out of town.  Often they’re out of cell phone range.  Sometimes they are back in town for such a short time that they simply cannot return all the phone calls they receive.  Once they leave town, some hunt providers cannot be reached by phone.  Therefore, it is essential that you set up your plans well in advance of the season.  In some cases that means two or three months in advance.

Even during the off-season a hunt provider can be difficult to reach.  We suggest leaving a message every time you call if it is important that you talk with the hunt provider.  Your hunt provider could be attending several back-to-back sport shows, scouting out potential leases, answering seemingly endless phone calls, emails and letters, or working hard in other jobs.  Your hunt provider might spend the off-season guiding in the southern hemisphere, or he might guide fishermen in Mexico, or he might work on a fishing or crabbing boat or in the oil exploration field in the backcountry.  As hunting season approaches, he could be setting up or rebuilding camps, scouting or guiding early-season hunters.  

If you must contact a hunt provider, contact him as early as possible.  Call several times, each time leaving a detailed message, meaning that you should tell him exactly what you want.  That way, if he does return a call when you are unavailable or if he has somebody else return the call, he can provide the information you need. 

To FAX a reply, use 435-755-0815. The fax is set to turn on after four rings. This is not a dedicated line. If somebody answers the phone, wait a few seconds for them to activate the FAX.
